Implement them, powerfully.  

    The “staged” sequencing.

THE CONCEPT OF “STAGED” SEQUENCING
A simple concept, really.  It is based on the idea that there are certain things that we can do that have a far greater positive impact than other things.  

So, in “staged” sequencing, we do not finish each area at one time.  Instead, we do them in several stages.
